Summertime gardening is clearly a  
passion for many of us.  Unfortunately,  
this is also the season when criminals  
begin to look for an easy way to steal  
lawn equipment.  For all of those who will be out and 
about caring for your lawn and garden, here are a few 
helpful tips to deter crime in our neighborhoods: 

·  Never leave lawn care equipment, lawn 
mowers, weed eaters, trimmers or blowers, 
out in your yard unattended.  Thieves can 
disappear with your equipment in the time it 
takes you to run inside and grab a glass of 
water. 

·  Keep garage doors closed.  Thieves can 
easily steal equipment from an open garage 
even if you are at home.  Many thieves are 
only looking to steal things that they can grab 
easily.   

·  Write down the make, model and serial 
number, along with a description, of all your 
lawn care equipment.  Having this 
information makes it much more likely that 
the Sheriff’s Office can locate a stolen item. 

·  Watch out for your neighbors and call 911 
whenever you see suspicious persons, 
vehicles or activity.   

These simple precautions can make Pleasant Garden 
less attractive to criminals.
