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General Safety Tips

aProperty Crimes in rural America are now much more
commonplace than they were a decade ago.°(®How To
Protect Your Rural Homestead,® copyright 1986, Ameri-
can Association of Retired Persons).

At one time, people moved out of the city for various
reasons, one of which was to escape the increased chance
of being a victim of a crime. They moved to the country
where life was more peaceful, serene, and they felt safer.
Unfortunately, crime followed them. Criminals are more
mobile and desperate to commit crimes so they lravged
their operations outside the city limits and into rural com-
munities. After all, rural areas offer wide-opg@aces for
them to work in and reduce their chance of beingrser
heard. The crimes being committed are crimes giap
tunity. Victims leave themselves vulnerable by setting up
opportunities for the criminal. #Personal responsibility for
crime prevention is a basic duty of all Americans. Citizen
involvement enhances the effectiveness of law eafoent
to prevent and control crime.° (®How To Protect Your
Rural Homestead,® copyright 1986, American Association
of Retired Persons).

In other words, we live in a period when it is your re-
sponsibility to reduce your chances of being a victim of a
crime. More specifically, you need to take steps to protect
yourself and your property. Some common sense sugges-
tions for minimizing the opportunity are:

1. Use alarms. If your house has an alarm, use it. Even
if you can not afford a company to monitor it, there are
audible alarms that can alert neighbors.

2. Lock doors. Whether you are away or at home, lock
your doors. This includes car doors. If you do not have
deadbolts, have them installed. Also, install padlocks on
outbuildings and barns.

3. Don't advertise valuables by leaving property outside
visible. Put away lawnmowers, tillers, weed eaters, etc.

4. Flood lights. If you are going to be away at night,
turn on floodlights. Take away the opportunity for thieves
to work in the shadows of night.

5. Inventory property such as electronics and guns.
Make a list of electronics, guns, cameras, and any other
property with a serial number. Record the make, model,
and serial number and store in a safe location. If you be-
come the victim of a break-in, this information will assist
law enforcement and increase chances of recovering the
property and maybe identifying theperpetrator. If an item
does not have a serial number, engrave your own numbers
that will be unique to you; such as a birth date, anniversary
date, etc. But do NOT use your social security number or

other sensitive information. When you purchase new
items, there is usually a section in the owner!s manual
where you should write down the serial number.

6. Keep landscaping trimmed so bushes and shrubs
do not conceal windows and doors.

Perhaps the most important factor in crime preven-
tion is looking out for your neighbor. Get to know your
neighbors and their routines. This is especially true if you
live in a traditional neighborhood. The Sheriff's deputies
periodically may ride through your neighborhood; wa
are not there all the time and we do not know routines.
If you see a strange or suspicious vehicle atrygighbor's
house, call the Sheriff's Office immediately. Do not wait
until the car is leaving or has already left. The emergency
number is 911 and the non-emergency number is 292-
6127. If you are going out of town, you can cad t
Sheriff's Office and request a periodic check of your resi-
dence. If you are interested in setting up a Neighbor-
hood Watch Program, you can call the Sheriff's Office
Crime Prevention Deputy at 641-3378.

Finally, in addition to the traditional crimes of bur-
glary and theft more and more people are finding them-
selves the victims of fraud and identity theft. Here are
some general tips to reduce your chances of besigiin:

1. Shred mail with any of your identifying information
on it to include bank and credit account numbers; social
security numbers; drivers license numbers; etc.

2. Check your credit report. Once a year you can
request a FREE Credit Report from one of the thresgor
credit reporting agencies. This can be done by visiting
https://www.annualcreditreport.com or calling 1-877
322-8228.

3. Do not give out any bank account information,
social security number, or credit card numbers over the
phone. The only exception is if YOU make the phone call
to a bank or other business. The Federal Trade Commis-
sion has good information on Identity Theft. You can visit
their website at www.ftc.gov.

Criminals have branched out to all communities. No
longer can a person be completely safe from crime just
because they live in the country or rural area. The above
suggestions and tips are no guarantee that you will not be
the victim of a crime. But they can reduce your chances if
YOU practice and apply them. Remember, criminedy p
upon people and property that present an opportunity.
It's your responsibility to minimize or take awdat
opportunity.
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Basic Information Regarding Addition
of Subdivision Streets To the State Maintenanceesyst

The streets must be constructed to the Minimum Construction Standards as defined by the Division of Highways and
in an acceptable state of maintenance at the time of addition.

A properly dedicated public right-of-way of at least 50 feet must be provided for the full length of the roadway at no co
to the Division of highways and clear of all encumbrances.

Each street must serve a minimum of four occupied homes or two homes per one tenth of a mile. These homes mt
have direct access to the street being petitioned.

All pipe culverts and storm sewers must be free of all silt and debris and shall be correctly installed and prope
functioning to drain the roadway. Single-wall corrugated plastic pipe is not acceptable for use within the right of w:
Double-wall corrugated plastic pipe must have 18 inches of cover to be accepted.

The shoulders, ditches and backslopes of the streets must have an acceptable permanent vegetative cover and
necessary permanent erosion control measures must be in place and properly functioning.

For a street to be added to the State Maintenance System, rigid mailbox stands constructed of brick, block or maso
materials, etc. are not allowed within the right-of-way. The nearest part of the mailbox must be at least 18 inches fro
the edge of the travelway.

Masonry headwalls constructed at each end of the driveway pipe, must not exceed 12 inches above the top surfac
the driveway and may not extend closer than 6 feet to the edge of the pavement of the street.

No plantings will be allowed on the shoulder within 6 feet of the edge of pavement. Plantings allowed outside the 6 fe
wide shoulder within the right-of-way must be no taller than 18 inches at maturity.

Lighting, irrigation systems, and other such items are allowed in the right-of-way by approved encroachment agreem
only.
